This volume is  offered as a starting point for others, much as it all
began for me with the  "Gegg " and "Thomure" books of the Ste. Genevieve Chamber of
Commerce's "Jour de Fete".

Following a four-part  timeline: Chapter I  begins with what we know about our ancestors
in France and Germany in the 17th Century;   Chapter II addresses the 18th Century--
from "Nouvelle France" to the creation of  the "Louisiana Territory" with selected
historical statements and certifications for these founders;   Chapter III centers around
Ste. Genevieve, Missouri of the 19th Century, featuring the siblings of William F. Heck
and Zita M. Thomure and their extended families;  in conclusion,  Chapter IV  takes us to
Perryville, MO, focusing on their daughters and descendants of the 20th Century.   I
have tried to include bits of history, maps and pictures of the people and places which I
found interesting and hope you will enjoy.  A few of my favorite websites can be found
in the endnotes and are truly worth visiting -- there is a world to be discovered!

From a database of over 2200 individuals, thru Family Tree Genealogy Reports,
Descendant Trees and historical excerpts, our story unfolds about a specific group of
people who have made us who we are!   The Hecks, were among the earliest settlers
from Germany in the already "State of Missouri" about 1850.  Our Thomure ancestors
arrived at a "new continent of unexplored wilderness" some 200 years earlier.   May you
all enjoy meeting them.

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Foreword

Descendant charts in each section enhance our understanding at a glance by
depicting the direct lineage from our earliest known ancestor to his/her  descendant in
the 19th Century Heck and Thomure families.

Register reports for the Heck family trace these surnames:  Heck, Kantengiesser,
Geck and Schimpff from the Parishes of Hofweier and Friesenheim near Diersburg-
Baden, Germany.

Register reports for the Thomure family include surnames of:  Aubuchon  and Pepin
dit LaChance from Normandie;  Rivard and Beauvais dit Ste. Gemme of Perche;
Archambault, Boyer, Brunet dit Bourbonnais of Aunis;  Janis from Champagne;  Caron
of Aubrigoux; Lefebvre from Paris;  and Thaumure de La Source of Saintonge, France.

Section II shows us how our French ancestors came to "Nouveau France" and then
down the Mississippi River to Ste. Genevieve, MO.  settling Michigan and Illinois on
their way to Missouri.  We are "French-Canadienes" and have lots of cousins in
Canada.

Redundancies are inevitable considering that the format throughout this book has the
limitations of computer software.    My primary consideration has been to include as
many of the maternal lines of ancestors as possible (our forgotten females!) and,
thereby expand the surname lineage of more traditional works.

A word about the naming conventions i have used.  The French notation "dit" meaning
"called", identified habitants thru their familiarly used nicknames.  Frequently, these dit
names survived and replace the original surnames.  Dit-names herein appear in quotes
between the middle name and surname, i.e.  "Dominique Thaumure dit LaSource is:
"Dominique "LaSource" Thaumure.  Among French Catholics of the 17-18th century the
first name of girls was "Marie" and for boys "Jean".   Hence, the "M-" before any female
name stands for "Marie" and, the "J-" stands for "Jean", as in "J-Baptiste".  Finally, when
records from baptisms to burials change the order or spelling of a name such as when
Joseph Eloi Saul Thomure becomes Samuel Joseph Thomure,  i have used the latter,
most recently known identity.  There are many instances of this in 19th century United
States.

In conclusion, the male historical bias favors the exploits of Francois Valle's sons, who
become Commandants of Ste. Genevieve and whose families were the ruling elite, little
or no mention is made of "Marguerite", his first-born daughter by an unidentified Indian
woman, who gave birth and was the mother of Louis Caron's nine children.   In this work
my personal bias has been to trace maternal lines as much as possible thereby
creating some balance of history with  "herstory"!

The Black Forest

The Black Forest, or "Schwarzwald", is a
section of Southwestern Germany in Baden-
Wurttemberg that borders Switzerland on
the south, the Neckar River to the East and
France to the West. The Northern gate to the
Black Forest is Pforzheim.

The Black Forest is named for the beautiful
mountain landscape with its dense population
of pine trees. It is a region of incomparably
unspoiled nature with its forests, mountains
and meadows.

It is well known for its half-timber houses
many of them 300 years old. The craftsmen of
the area are recognized around the world for
their cuckoo clocks. The Christmas season is
never complete without a nutcracker from this
region. Castles, vineyards and orchards dot the
hillsides.
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Arms of the Grand Duchy of Baden

Geography: This well known "Spa City" is located 70 kilometers west of Stuttgart, 30 kilometers
south, southwest of Karlsruhe and 40 kilometers northeast of Strasbourg, Alsace, France. Set in a
wooded valley of the northern Black Forest, Baden-Baden sits atop the extensive underground hot
springs.

The name Baden-Baden,
meaning the town of Baden
in the State of Baden was
adopted to differentiate the
town from another spa town,
Baden-bei-Wien, near Vienna.
The Oos Creek (called Oos)
runs through the center of
town.

History: The Roman legions of the emperor
Caracella, discovered the springs when they
settled there in the 1st century and called the
place, Aquae. It was rediscovered by the
nobility of Europe in the 19th century and
became the most elegant and sophisticated
play grounds in all of Europe, with splendid
spas, a magnificent palace and "The
Spielbank", the oldest gambling casino in
Germany; designed more than 140 years ago
in the style of an elegant French chateau. 
Mark Twain, writing of his visit to Baden-
Baden wrote: "I fully believe I left my
rhematism there". The waters Mr. Twain
talks about are those of "Friedrichsbad",  also
known as the old baths. Built from 1869 to
1877 at the request of Grand Duke Friedrich
von Baden.
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Bietigheim - Baden, Germany

Geography:

The Bundesstrasse (Federal Route) 36 is one of the main traffic arteries of the county of Rastatt
and runs through the community of Bietigheim in the northern part of this county. With a
population of more than 5,200, this is not one of the smaller communities of this county. Here, as
in many other striving communities, agriculture has taken a backseat to the smaller and mid-size
industries, now dominating the economic structure.

History:

Bietigheim was first mentioned in the year 991 under the name Buadincheim. Remnants of the old
foundations and Roman coins point to a settlement during Roman times. A Roman trades route
leads past the settlement to Baden-Baden.

During the 13th century, a local noble family ruled the town, whose dependents were vassals of
the Court of Eberstein. Possessions of the monasteries of Weissenburg, Herrenalb and Lichtenal,
as well as the margrave of Baden have been documented.  When the margraviate remained
catholic after the withdraw of the Swedes in 1634, it meant continuity for the Bietigheims, at least
concerning their religion. Previously they had to switch denominations repeatedly even within one
century, due to the constant change in rulership.

In 1808/09 and upon invitation by the Russian Czar, several Bietigheim families had emigrated to
Rastatt and Seyer in southern Russia. After 1848, many more Bietigheim residents were looking
for a new home in the United States.

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Durmersheim - Baden, Germany

Geography:
Durmersheim is located only eight kilometers south of the city of Karlsruhe. It serves as a
suburban town to the commuters of the city of Karlsruhe. The area first belonged to the precinct of
Kuppenheim, but is now a part of the county of Rastatt. The population with the absorbed villages
of Bickelsheim and Würmersheim numbers 10, 800 inhabitants.

History:
The city of Durmersheim dates back to the sixth century, when it was part of the Weissenburg
Monastery. It appeared as "Turmaresheim" (Home of Turmar) in official documents as early as
991. The present day spelling first appeared in the records around 1388. Between 1244 and 1350
there was a clan of knights named after the town. The former moated castle called Rohrburg,
mentioned as early as 1388, today only exists in the history books. The castle was totally
dilapidated by the 18th century.

The old monastery and the Bickesheim church of St. Mary are located on the northern edge of
Durmersheim. Bickesheim was an independent town until the 14th century, when it was taken
over by the villagers of Durmersheim. As early as 1683 there are written reports of the portrait of
Madonna in the church, to which miracles were attributed. In the early 1700's there are reports of
pilgrimages to Bickesheim-Durmersheim, from all over the area.

As part of the municipal reforms in the early 1970's of Baden-Wurttemburg the former ancient
town of Würmersheim, with about 1,500 residents, was incorporated with Durmersheim into one
municipality. Artifacts from the stone age, and major Roman digs from the days of the Roman and
Alleman tribe, provide insight into the ancient past of Würmersheim history.

Mortagne-au-Perche,   France -- 1657
A quaint town built on a hill in Normandie,
Mortagne has the medieval appeal of a former
fortress with its ramparts and gates.

Tourouvre, home of the Rivard voyageurs, is
about fifteen kilometers west in the Canton of
Perche.  Others from Normandie include the
Aubuchons and Pepins  -- our Janis  family
came from Yonne, Champagne.

A Translation:

"F rançois Brunet is originating in Barlieu, commune of the canton
of in Vailly -Sur-Sauldre in the old province of Bourbonnais,
which is worth its nickname to him. Bourbonnais recalls a French
province cut out during centuries to very Burgundy, Auvergne,
Berry and Nivernois. With the French revolution, the departments
to combine it and expenses shared this territory.

Brunet, like Bruneau and Brunelle, referred to the color of the hair.
It was born towards 1644 and son of Antoine Brunet, ploughman
and of Philippine David.  François Brunet lives in the island of
Montreal in the neighbourhoods of 1668.   In 1672, François finds
the pearl rare in the family of the pioneer Jacques Beauvais known
as Saint-Gemme and of Jeanne Soldé. The beloved, Bores ("Barbe")
Beauvais, was born in Montreal, August 28, 1656. July 11, 1672,
the ceremony of the marriage takes place to the church Our-Lady of
Montreal."

Charente-Maritime
The sourthern provinces of Aunis, Saintonge and Poitou were home to Thaumure de La Source, Archambault,
Boyer, Chalifou, Marchand and Toureau-Tourault.  The city of Saintes is situated on the Riv er Charente in the heart
of the Cognac area, not far from th Atlantic co ast.   It is more than 2000 years old with a rich historical past.

It was the capital of a Gallic tribe, the
Santons, and the main town in the Roman
province of Aquitaine, when it was known
as Mediolanum Santonum.   Saintes
converted to Christianity in the very early
days and became a town with  a strong
religious vocation.   In the Middle Ages  it
boasted several monastic buildings, among
which were the Priory of St.Eutrope, one of
the prestigious Abbaye aux Dames.  Its
archaeological remains and its monuments
lead visitors through 2000 years of history.

Champlain, the cartographer, navigator, soldier and explorer,
saw the majesty of the river in his mind…   and looked at the
map he had made in 1632.  The head of the tidewater was at
Trois Rivieres where the broad St. Maurice flowed from the
north into the St. Lawrence --  a good site for a fortified post.
The final effort for Champlain was to build that trading post
at Trois Rivieres.  He died the next year, in 1635, but the
settlement was firmly established.

Champlain was the first great voyageur, the prototype of all
the superbly strong, immeasurably daring and forever restless
Frenchmen who followed him along the rivers into the North
American wilderness.

After Champlain came the men known as coureurs de bois.

These "explorateurs" were the profoundly lonely, the
wanderers, the forever curious and unsatisfied.  They found in
the North American wilderness the same thing a sailor found
on the sea - each day a new horizon.

Many of them were of peasant origin, had served as artisans,
or as soldiers or sailors or farm hands when they arrived in
Canada.  Some were of noble birth, or members of the ruling
class of landowners.  They shared a common heritage.  They
were almost completely of Norman stock.  Their direct
forebears were Vikings, the Northmen for whom Normandy
had been named.

A habitant working a field in the July heat on the lower St.
Lawrence Valley knew little about his ancestry. He saw a
bright red woolen cap slanted on the side of his head though,
and he preferred to go barefoot rather than use the wooden
clogs worn by his Breton neighbors.  He was not by nature a
farmer.  What he wanted on his feet was a pair of buckskin
moccasins, fringed with colored porcupine-quill decorations
on the insteps.  His hands should hold an ash paddle instead
of this spade.  He was going to join the coureur de bois, enter
the forest, sail the rivers and the lakes, live among the tribes.

Voyageur on Snowshoes
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The "Sun King" Louis XIV's
respresentative in Nouvelle France was
Intendant,  Jean Talon.  He took great
care with the first Canadian census of
1666-67 and determined that
Canadian men should marry and settle
down on the land;  become habitants
and have big families.

There were only three settled districts:
Quebec, Trois Rivieres and Montreal,
then known as Ville-Marie.

He sent to France and arranged for shipments of suitable girls to Canada.  He passed a regulation
that kept out of the forest any man who remained a bachelor fifteen days after the arrival of these
shipments.  There were a number of marriages as a result.  Men got married and then immediately
went back to the fur trade -- they remained "coureurs de bois". The ones who evaded marriage
entirely were the real outlaws.  The coureurs de bois went anywhere they could paddle, push or
pull a canoe.  They were the greatest river men in history.

Quebec Needs Women:  In 1663, the population of  Canada was a mere 2,500 people -  all of whom were living on
the north shore of the Saint Lawrence between Quebec City and Montreal. With a constant threat from the Iroquois
and some 80,000 people living in the English colonies on the Atlantic coast, the need to populate New France
became a growing concern for Louis XIV and his colonial advisors. But there was one major problem: up until the
early 1670's, there were six to 14 times as many men of marriageable age as there were women.  If marriageable
women were not to be found in the colony , they would have to be "imported."  Between 1634 and 1662,   about 220
filles a marier (marriageable girls) were brought over in the care of the early  female founders of Quebec: Jeanne
Mance, Madame de La Peltrie, Marie de l'Incarnation and Marguerite Bourgeoys.

The Filles in France: Contrary to the male immigrants to Canada, most of whom were from the country, the
majority of Filles du Roi came from the urban areas of France. Though 65% of male immigrants before 1680 were
from the country, the inverse is true for the Filles du Roi, with 63% coming from cities and towns.

The fate that awaited the Filles du Roi in New France at that time was admittedly unknown and possibly not better
than the one that awaited them in France. However, it was vastly different in one respect - the women had a choice.
These women had an unprecedented freedom for their time: they could choose (or refuse) their husbands.  In
France, young girls were usually put in convents or boarding schools only to await marriage, in which they had little
or no say. "[In France,] among the merchant class as amo ng military officers, marriage was an affair that regarded
only the parents..  W.H. Lewis underscores this fact by noting the scant interest in formal education in 17th century
France, "especially in a girl, whose business it was to marry a man of her father's choice or take the veil as soon as
she was out of the schoolroom”.

Recruiting the Filles du Roi was initially the task of certain individuals - merchants and ship outfitters - charged
with th is duty, for which they were given ten livres per girl. In 1663, it seems to have been the task of the Intendant
at La Rochelle, but in 1665,  the recruiting was taken over by the Compagnie des lndes Occidentales. At Dieppe,
recruiting was the responsibility of Sieur Le Gaigneur and other merchants from Rouen who were his associates, at
least from 1665 to 1667.  In 1669 and 1670,  a Rouen merchant named Guenet was in charge of recruiting. ..     A
screening process was set up, whereby each girl had to present both her birth certificate and a recommendation from
her parish priest or local magistrate stating that she was free to marry. Colbert imposed this last requirement after it
was discovered that some of the early female immigrants to Canada still had husbands in France.

Talon referred to the preference given to girls raised in hospitals.   In fact, these institutio ns "were not so much
hospitals for the sick as houses of refuge for the poor".   Many of the Filles du Roi - somewhere between one third
and one half - were "recruited" at the Hopital General of Paris, or more specifically  its female annex, the Salpetriere.
In 1680, the Salpetriere was home to some 3,000 women and girls, some of them suffering from madness or some
physical ailment, but most afflicted with poverty or misfortune. It was a popular (and cheaper) alternative to a
convent among the no t-so-well-off from the towns and villages of Ile-de-France and surrounding provinces.
According to Mother Marie-Andree Regnard Duplessis de Sainte-Helene, Superior of the Hotel- Dieu de Quebec,
the girls of the Hopital General had been under  the care of nuns there since childhood.  While their spirits were
healthy, their bodies weren't necessarily.

The Sulpicians in Montr eal were another source of recruitment for Filles du Roi. They had been in Canada s ince
1657 and ther efore had an interest in finding appropriate women for the colony that they served. Since 1659,  girls
were recruited from the parish of Saint-Sulpice in Paris. In the same memorandum from 1673 in which Talon
describes the selection of girls from the Salpetriere, he also states that the pastor of Saint-Sulpice and his abbot
Monsieur de Bretonvilliers "ordinarily find well qualified ones in their parish -- Filles with known origins came
from this Parisian parish.
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Land for Ladies?  On 21 September 1668, Mother Bourgeoys bought the Maison Saint- Gabriel, a recently built
farmhouse at the Pointe-Saint-Charles, which at the time was just outside Montreal proper. This property, sold to
the Congregation Notre-Dame by Francois LeBer for 1,258 livres, complemented ano ther piece of property given to
Mother Bourgeoys and her order by Maisonneuve in 1662.  The women and girls sent to Canada as Filles du Roi
were given a better (if admittedly brief) education than their counterparts in France at that time. "Of the duties of a
wife and mother [the Frenchwoman] was generally quite ignorant; a little f ancy needlework, and perhaps a
smattering of Italian made up the sum of  her accomplishments." In addition,  "a whole chapter could easily be
written on the depth of the average woman's ignorance of the essentials of household management."

The authorities in New France attempted to ensure that the Filles du Roi were better equipped to deal with the
situation that awaited them. About 1663,  Mother Bourgeoys opened an "industrial" school for girls, called La
Providence, at the Maison Saint-Ange. In addition to catechism, while awaiting marriage the Filles du Roi were
taught practical skills and chores to help them in their future household duties . They learned sewing, knitting,
cooking and washing and were taught how to make natural medicines and remedies from herbs and plants. This
school moved to the Maison Saint- Gabriel when that property was purchased in 1668 and w as administered by
Sister Catherine Crolo. Here the girls were taught spinning, weaving, dressmaking, needlework and other essentials
of what would later be known as "home economics." In fact, the school at the Maison Saint-Gabriel is considered
the first home economics  school in North America . The girls there also helped out in the daily tasks of this farm
that served the material needs of the Congregation Notre-Dame, taking advantage of these practical lessons while
awaiting marriage.

By the end of the program, the population of New France had risen to 6,700 people. However, Silvio Dumas asserts
that "if this system conceived by Colbert had continued until 1700,  this French colony would probably not have
known the disaster of 1760. Even though the Filles du Roi comprise only 8% of the total immigrants to Canada
under the French regime, the women who were part of this  11-year program account for almost half of the women
who immigrated to Canada in the colony's 150-year history.

A Fille or not a Fille?: This brings us to the question of  who can be considered a Fille du Roi.… Gustave Lanctot
writes, "I only call Filles du Roi the female emigrants - girls, women or widows - who went to Canada on the
expenses of the King  in convoys recruited and conducted by  the French authorities, who were established in
Canada by the Intendant and  who received at marriage the King's Gift of 50 livres for commoners and 100 livres for
demoiselles and sometimes (but rarely) even more.

The girl they left behind at Rouen-Normandie  was  "Jeanne de Arc".....

Damise, Claude

Claude Damise was born about 1643 in the parish of Saint-Nicolas- du-Chardonnet in the
faubourg Saint-Victor section of Paris, the daughter of Etienne Damise and Genevieve Pioche.
After her father's death, Claude left for Canada in 1668 at about age 25 and stayed at the Maison
Saint-Gabriel in Montreal.

On 10 December 1668, Claude married Pierre Perthuis dit Lalime in Montreal, receiving a
special dispensation for Advent. She could not sign the marriage contract drawn up 30 November
by notary Basset, but her husband could. Fille du Roi Francoise Guillin, Claude's cousin, also
signed the contract, with other witnesses. Pierre was born about 1644 in the parish of Saint-Denis
in Amboise (arrondissement and diocese of Tours), Touraine, the son of wood merchant Sylvain
Perthuis and Mathurine Rassicot. He arrived in Canada 17 August 1665 as a soldier with the
Salieres Company of the Carignan Regiment and was confirmed in May 1666 at Montreal. Pierre
became a merchant-bourgeois in Montreal and enlisted fur traders after 1695.

Daughter Catherine was baptized 23 January 1670 in Montreal, followed by Jean (07 February
1672) and Jeanne (13 December 1673). On 23 March 1676, Claude baptized a son, Andre, at
Pointe-aux-Trembles, but she had this child with Jean Paradis (son of Pierre Paradis and Barbe
Guyon), not her husband, even though the two were still married. Claude and Pierre continued to
have children together. Elisabeth was baptized 07 February 1677 at Montreal, followed by Marie
(08 September 1678, Pointe-aux- Trembles), Genevieve (18 October 1680) and Marguerite-
Francoise (24 July 1682, Montreal). Sadly, Jean died some time after the 1681 census.

In 1682, Claude and Pierre were involved in a scandal dealing with cabaret owner Anne
Lamarque dite Folleville. La Fo//evi//e was widely known to accord her charms to several men,
and Claude and her husband were called to testify before the court that June, having witnessed her
actions while she was a lodger in their home since that April.

Meanwhile, the family continued to grow. Angelique was baptized 01 January 1684 at Pointe-aux-
Trembles. Anne-Francoise was baptized there 26 January 1685, but was buried five days later.
Pierre was baptized 16 April 1686, followed by Francois (10 January 1688) and another Pierre,
baptized 22 May 1691. The first Pierre was killed at the end of 1708 at Haverhill, Massachusetts.
Claude Damise was burried 06 October 1705 at Montreal.  In 1707, Pierre married Fille du Roi
Francoise Moisan.

Guerrier, Bonne

Bonne Guerrier was born about 1645 in the parish of Saint-Nicolas-du-Chardonnet in Paris, the
daughter of Pierre Guerrier and Genevieve Riou.  She came to Canada in 1665 at about age 20,
bringing with her goods worth  an estimated 200 livres for her dowry.

On 12 October 1665, notary Duquet drew up a marriage contract between Bonne and Jacques
Fauque at Sillery, but neither spouse could sign it. A sailor, Jacques was baptized 20 March 1628
in the parish of Saint-Sever-les-Ponts in Rouen, Normandy, the son of Pierre Fauque or Fauques
and Marie Masse (godparents: his uncle Jacques Fauques and Jehanne LeGrand). He and Bonne
settled at Sillery, where daughter Genevieve was baptized 07 October 1666, followed by Francois
(21 September 1669), Pierre (20 October 1671) and Marie-Madeleine (02 December 1673,
Quebec City). Jacques Fauque died at Neuville or Saint-Augustin in 1674 or at the beginning of
1675.

Some time in 1674 or 1675, Bonne married Charles Marchand in Neuville or Saint-Augustin.
Charles was born about 1644 in the diocese of Bayeux, Normandy, though his parents' names are
unknown.  He and Bonne had six children. Pierre was baptized 05 July 1676 at Quebec City,
followed by Valentin (14 May 1678, Sillery) and Charles (born about 1679). The family can be
found in the 1681 census at Charlesbourg. Charles Marchand was confirmed 26 May 1681 at
Quebec City. Sadly, Marie-Madeleine Fauque died before the 1681 census and Pierre Fauque died
sometime after it. Daughter Marie-Catherine was baptized 09 November 1683 at Neuville,
followed by Elisabeth on 03 May 1685.

Charles Marchand was buried 28 November 1689 at Neuville. Bonne Guerrier died at Quebec
City after 10 January 1707.

ARCHAMBAULT d'Amerique

Jacques Archambault and Françoise Tourault were the founders of the
great Canad ian family of the same name. Jacques and Françoise were
married in France and brought 7 children into the world before coming to
New France. Theirs is an unusual story, but not to say unique.

DOMPIERRE-SUR-MER

Jacques and Françoise were both natives of Dompierre-sur-Mer, a village in the canton and ar rondissement of La
Rochelle, in the Charente-Maritime, previously the French province of Aunis. According to our Canadian
documents,  Jacques was born about 1604; F rançoise, about 1599.  They lived at Dompierre, but more precisely in a
hamlet called Lardillière.

Jacques, son of Antoine Archambault  and of Renée Ouvrard, was at first a laborer and also probably a wine maker,
since he sold three barrels of white wine to Jérôme Bonnevie, on 15 August 1637.

Jacques and Françoise were married on 24 January 1629 at Saint-Philibert du Pont-Charault, a locality in
Chantonnay, arrondissement of La Roche-sur-Yon, in the Vendée, the former province of Poitou. Already in France
the couple showed instincts of being inveterate nomads.

THE ARCHAMBAULT FAMILY

The 7 children of the second generation: Denis, Anne, Jacquette, Marie, Louise, Laurent and  Marie were all born
in France. Only Louise did not cross the Atlantic, because she died before her family left France. The others came to
New France with their parents. They arrived at Québec, with Pierre Legardeur de Repentigny, director of the new
Compagnie des Habitants; perhaps on 5 August 1645; but more probably on 23 September 1646.

Denis Archambault, the eldest, was baptized at Dompierre, on 12 September 1630. According to the historian
Faillon , he was one of the brave men, who on 6 May 1651, risked their lives to help Catherine Mercier, wife of Jean
Baudart. The latter was killed; the poor  wife was kidnapped by the Iroquois and tortured at an unknown place. The
same year, on Sainte-Anne's Day, 200 Iroquois attacked Ville-Marie, particularly the hospital. Lambert Closse and
his men continued this  desperate struggle throughout the whole day. The attackers lost a lot of men. Denis
Archambault, while lighting a cannon for the third time, "was killed by an explosion from this weapon which
shattered and killed a lot of the enemy". The hero Archambault was buried the same day. He deserved a monument.

Anne Archambault was married at Notre-Dame de Québec on 27 July 1647 to Michel Chauvin with whom she had
two children born at Montréal. While passing through France in 1650,  Louis Prudhomme learned that Michel
Chauvin's lawful wife was living in poverty at Sainte-Suzanne. On 8 October 1650, in the presence of Paul de
Chomedey, according to the notes of the notary Jean de Saint-Père, Chauvin admitted his mistake. And the
bigamous bird was returned to France. Jean Gervaise, master baker, took Anne Archambault for his wife, on 3
February 1654. The worthy couple, responsible for 9 children, are the pride of the Gervaise descendants. Anne died
at Montréal on 29 July 1699.

As for Jacquette, on 28 September 1648, she accepted ancestor Paul Chalifou, widower of Marie Jeannet, as her
husband. She spent her life in the region of Québec and raised a family of fourteen.  She was buried on 17 December
1700 at Québec. We are direct descendants of two of her daughters,  both Simone and Jeanne Chalifour.
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Marie Archambault married Urbain Tessier dit Lavigne, a brave pioneer from Ville-Marie, and gave him 16
children, the majority of whom survived and founded homes. Marie was buried in the consecrated land of Pointe-
aux-Trembles on 16 August 1719. We are direct descendants of her daughter, Marie Louise Tessier.

A single Archambault son, Laurent, a carpenter, kept his last name in order to pass it on to today's generations. He
was born at Dompierre on 10 January 1642. At the age of 18, at Montréal on 7 January 1660, he joined his  destiny
to the orphan Catherine Marchand, daughter of Pierre and of Geneviève Lespine, parish of Saint-Sulpice, faubourg
Saint-Germain de Paris. The couple settled  on the Saint-Ange Coast. Laurent was chosen with François Bau as
church wardens for the construction of the church at Pointe-aux-Trembles, on 18 November 1674. Catherine was
buried at Pointe-aux-Trembles on 25 February 1713. Laurent was buried in the same place on 19 A pril 1730.  He
had reached the estimable age of 88. A dozen children owed them the gift of life, including Marie-Madeleine who
became a nursing sister.

The youngest, Marie Archambault, the second with this first name, became the wife of ancestor Gilles Lauzon at
Montréal on 27 November 1656, and through her 13 children, was the ancestress of a host of descendants.

Such is the balance sheet of this second Archambault generation in New France. And what about the first?

QUÉBEC REGION:  If the glory of the parents are their children; the honor of the children are their parents. To
leave one's country with a growing family in order to adopt another unknown, almost undeveloped country, is both
a challenge and an act of rare courage.

Upon his arrival at Québec, its seems likely that Jacques Archambault  had a guarantee of protection from Pierre
Legardeur de Repentigny. When his daughter Anne signed her marriage contract in the presence of notary
Bancheron on 22 July 1647, Jacques appeared as a servant of Legardeur. Then on the following 2 October,
Repentigny entrusted Jacques with the development of his farm.   A somewhat complex contract is found.

The regions of Québec, Trois-Rivières and Montréal urgently needed colonists. Each government tried to keep in its
territory the hesitant resident or those passing through. It was in this way that Jacques Archambault was one day
led to say good bye to Québec in order to settle definitively at Montréal.

AT MONTRÉAL: There, the eldest of the family had shed his blood. Anne had been living there for several years
as well as her sister Marie. On 3 February 1654, Jacques was present at the marriage of his daughter Anne.

 On 18 November 1652, Monsieur de Maisonneuve, governor of the island, gave him 30 arpents of land joining the
city, between son-in-law Urbain Tessier and Lambert Closse, more than an arpent in the city to the north of Rue
Notre-Dame, between the present Rue Saint-Laurent and Rue Saint-Joseph. Father Archange Godbout adds that on
15 February 1654, Jacques committed h imself to live at Ville-Marie.

During the winter of 1655, Jacques and several residents of Ville-Mane made a deal with the master surgeon
Étienne Bouchard. The latter was hired on 30 March "to dress and give medications for all sorts of things, illnesses
both natural and accidental, except for the plague", to the signers and their family for the yearly amount of 100 sols
or 5 livres. This was the first example of health insurance established on the continent. If Archambault was part of
the system, it is because he had decided that it was very useful for his family living in the territory.

Finally, the Archambault situation becomes clear for the researchers of today.  On 11 October 1658, Jacques made a
transaction with Paul de Chomedey; he dug a well, 5 feet in diameter, inside the fort of Ville-Marie, at the Place
d'Armes. He guaranteed at least 2 feet of stable water in the bottom of the well. Promised remuneration: 300 livres.

Jacques discovered that he had a special talent for digging wells. On 8 June 1659, Father Gabriel de Queylus
contacted Jacques. He needed a well "in the garden of the hospital of the said place". Archambault, without turning
a hair, guaranteed water like a master dowser, "two feet of stable water at least... in the presence of a current of
water". The cleric would provide a support of 8 feet of wood, twenty planks, the stone, the lime, the sand, etc. But
Jacques took care of the ropes and received 300 livres and 10 pots of eau-de-vie in exchange for spring water!
Jean Aubuchon and J acques Millot signed as witnesses to this transaction.
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"Founder" Pierre LEFEBVRE   -- by Thomas J. Laforest

Versatile and  omnipresent are the words which best describe Pierre Lefebvre. Founder of the oldest Lefebvre family
in America, this ancestor left his heritage with the families of the Denoncourt, Descoteaux, Lemerise, Lassisseraye,
and with many of the Beaulac, Belisle and  Senneville families. He came from France during the early 1640's, and
soon was counted among the notables of Trois-Rivieres: He was a land clearer, builder, mayor, surveyor, church
warden and arbiter. The citizens of Cap-de-la-Madeleine may also claim him among the pioneers of their town
since Pierre and his family lived there for several years. He probably died there about 1668.

A PARISIAN TRANSPLANTED TO TROIS-RIVIERES:  Endowed with an uncommonly sharp intellect, this
remarkable builder came from the Paris region. The son of Pierre Lefebvre and of Jeanne Cutiloup, Pierre had come
from Sceaux by 1642. His presence was first noted at Trois-Rivieres on 11 April 1643, in a case opposing the
brothers Michel and Jacques Leneuf against Guillaume Isabel. The former were accused of kicking and beating the
latter. The fact of his having been a witness to the charge must not have left the Leneufs with any rancor, because
Jacques and Marie-Marguerite Leneuf were godparents to Pierre Lefebvre's eldest son, Jacques, on 12 January 1647.

Certain genealogist assert that ancestor Lefebvre arrived in New France already married to Jeanne Aunois, but it is
more likely that their marriage was celebrated at Trois-Rivieres about 1646. Neither the civil nor marriage record
have been recovered. However, a contract recorded by Severin Ameau, dated 2 September 1663, indicates that our
ancestor was a native of Sceaux and that his father was also named Pierre.

Pierre acquired his first land grant from Governor Charles Hualt de Montmagny on 15 August 1644. According to
historian Marcel Trudel, this plot had an area of thirty arpents and was bordered by land belonging to the heirs of
Etienne Vien, to Jacques Aubuchon dit le Loyal and a third piece to the savages.

A LARGE LAND OWNER:  On 16 April 1647, the Company of New France ceded to Pierre Lefebvre, at the same
time as to Nicolas Marsolet, a grant of a quarter league in frontage by a league in depth, whose southwest boundary
extended to the mouth of the Gentilly River. The Marsolet domain, situated upstream of Lefebvre's was allotted to
him en fief et seigneurie with the right to dispense justice; for Pierre however, it was a matter of une simple censive,
as confirmed by le papier terrier de 1667-1668. These two pieces of land were joined into a s ingle fief in 1676.

On 1 June 1674, Governor Montmagny bestowed another favor on the tireless Pierre. Along with Guillaume Pepin,
Guillaume Isabel and Sebastien Dodier, he allowed him to clear the Ile de Mileau, across from their homes.

CAPTURED BY THE IROQUOIS:  The Journal of the Jesuits reported that on 4 July 1648, our ancestor was
captured by the Iroquois. In his report of that year, Father Jerome Lallemant described this incident as follows:

        "The next day, the fourteenth of the same month of July, an Algonquin having dis covered the trail of enemy,
advised Monsieur de la Poterie of it, who warned the inhabitants  by the alarm bell and by a volley of cannon, the
ordinary signal to be on one's  guard; five Hurons nearest to the place where the enemy were already grappling
with two of our Frenchmen who were guarding the cattle, ran to the voices and the clamor of the combatants, they
joined them, resisting the effor t of more than eighty men. Due to this noise, two armed boats were sent by water,
but before they arrived at the place of combat, the Hiroquois had already killed a Frenchman and a Huron, and
took two French and two Huron prisoners; they were nevertheless frightened, having seen several of their men
killed and wounded by the Frenchmen, so that they fled, even though they were at least ten against one. One of the
French prisoners was the nephew of Monsieur de la Poterie, who was out hunting a little way off and found
himself taken without knowing how it happened:  the Huron was a good Christian, he had made his confession on
the preceding Sunday,  as did the Frenchman; the two captive Hurons were not baptized; as for the French
prisoners, we may render testimony to their good life, even if they were at fault to be so exposed with the
knowledge that they had of the enemy."

Pierre Lefebvre spent three long months as a captive among the Iroquois and returned in October in the company of
one of the latter, who had managed to escape his guards at Trois-Rivieres some time earlier.
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On 14 June 1650, Pierre acquired a pied-a-terre in Trois-Rivieres. It measured twenty toises in frontage by the same
in depth, near the palisade,  between rue Saint-Francois-Xavier and the place of Bertrand Fafard dit Laframboise. On
this land stood a house shared by him and Fafard. Thirteen years later in a lawsuit brought by our ancestor against
Jacques and Rene Besnard, it was inferred that this  house, which today would be on Turcotte terrace, had had no
roof for the past two years and was in a state of decay. A bit later Pierre became the proprietor of a small island
named l'Islet, situated at the mouth of the Saint-Maurice River between the mainland and the I le de la Trinite (Saint-
Quentin).

AT CAP-DE-LA-MADELEINE:  The Lefebvre family could have begun to travel back and forth between Trois-
Rivieres and the Cap in 1656.  On 11 May, Martin Boutet,  then clerk of the church at Quebec, professor of
mathematics and administrator for the estate of Antoine Denys dit Saint-Denys, sold our ancestor a piece of land
with two arpents in frontage by twenty in depth, I the seigneurey of Cap-de-la Madeleine. This land had been ceded
to the Denys family in 1651 and it bor dered on a concession of Claude David and the Jesuit domain.

MAYOR, CHURCH WARDEN, ARBITER AND BUILDER:  Pierre Lefebvre was the tri-riverine mayor in 1658
and 1660,  then churchwarden in 1663.  On 26 November 1664, we see him with Pierre Boucher and Jean Cussan,
two other sagacious men of the era, arbitrating a dispute between Father Jacques Fremin and Pierre Couc dit
Lafleur. A little earlier we note his participation in the construction of the first church of Trois-Rivieres. Wrote
Benjamin Sulte:

"Pierre Lefebvre held an honor able place in Trois-Rivieres and was one of the principal citizens  who contributed to
the erection of the first parish church of this town in 1664.  His numerous descendants today would form a
regiment."

The Lefebvres were mentioned in the census of 1666 and 1667 at Trois-Rivieres. In those years they had three
employees: Noel Carpentier, Jean Leduc and Jean Vintonneau; s even head of cattle and eighty arpents of land.

On 30 January 1666, Father Jacques Fremin, administrator for the Jesuits, gave a two arpent homestead to our
ancestor it was across the river in the seigneury of Cap-de-la-Madeleine. There the Lefebvre family lived and it was
probably there that the head  of the family passed away two years later.

THE END OF AN HONORABLE COUPLE:   As best we can determine, during the summer of 1668, Pierre,
probably feeling that the end was near, put his affairs in order. On 11 July, he gave the fief at Gentilly to his son-in-
law, surgeon Felix Thunaye dit Dufresne. The latter sold it to Michel Peltier who began to work it and later gave it
to his brother-in-law Francois Poisson. On the preceding 20 January, Pierre divided his property among his seven
children; Jacques, Michel, Ignace, Ange, Pierre, Catherine and Elisabeth.

Concludes Father Archange Godbout on the subject of Pierre Lefebvre:

"This worthy citizen made his last testament at his home on 16 July 1668. The loss of the registries of Cap-de-la-
Madeleine prevent us from fixing the date o f his death, but we do know that Jeanne Auneau (Aunois) was a widow
on 12 October 1670."

This date is known through the marriage contract between eldest son Jacques and Marie Baudry. As for Jeanne
Aunois, the census of 1681 tells us that she was 54 years old with sons Michel, Ignace and Pierre living at home,
probably to help her raise her cattle and work her forty arpents of cleared land. According to Jette, she died and was
buried at Trois-Rivieres on 12 February 1697.

FOUNDER AND "FATHER" OF BAIE-SAINT-ANTOINE:  It has now been 300 years since the Lefebvre family
settled at Baie-Saint-Antoine, commonly called Baie-de-Febvre. Its founder and "father", according to the abbot
Joseph-Elzear Bellemare, was the seigneur Jacques Lefebvre, son of Pierre and of Jeanne Aunois. He was "the type
of good Canadian seigneur, who place himself among his censitaires and lived their life, sharing their work, helping
them with the best of his resources, and treating them with much humanity.

We are direct descendants of  Elisabeth  Lefebvre,  daughter of Pierre and Jeanne Aunois  born  in Trois-Rivieres
in 1651 and married to Felix Pierre "Dufresne" Thunes  at Cap-de-la-Madeleine in 1665.
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Debarcadere, Village of Ste. Genevieve de Baptiscan, PQ

The chronicles of Nicholas Rivard

Nicholas, born 16 Jun 1617, and Robert, born 10 Jul 1638 were baptized at Ste. Aubin, Tourouvre, in the canton of
Perche, France.  These two Rivard brothers were early migrants to New France.  Their story is best told  by the
following extract from Our French Canadian  Ancestors....

"It was on a Friday, 6 March 1648, when Nicolas knocked on the door of notary Chouaiseau in
Tourouvre. He was there to sign a contract to work in Canada. He had been recruited by Pierre
Juchereau, Sieur des Moulineaux, on behalf of his brother Noel Juchereau, Sieur des Chastellées, living
in Quebec, for "a time of three years to begin the day of embarkation which will be this  year from la
Rochelle." Rivard was promised free passage to and from Canada, including meals and 66 livres
"tournois" as an annual wage.  He was also advanced 15 livr es, deductible from his first years pay. A
normal livre was worth 25% less than a livre tournois at the time.

As early as 27 February 1649, Nicolas appeared as a Godfather in the parish registry of Trois-Rivières.
In 1651, he was named the Captain of Militia in Cap- de-la-Madeleine and later in Batiscan. This was an
honorary position and held without monetary compensation. The captain of the militia was, in fact, the
administrator of the seigneury. He trained the troops, led them into battle, carried out the orders of the
Intendant, and was also the governor's agent. When the seigneur lived outside the seigneury, the captain
had the first pew in church, on the left side of the main aisle. He was usually referred to as "Sieur" and
most often, at his demise, he was buried in the crypt of the church.  He worked at this duty until old age
overtook him. On 6 June of 1649,  he received a piece of land from the Jesuits, measuring two arpents in
frontage on the river by twenty arpents in depth."

Nicholas Rivard had married Catherine de Saint-Père c 1653 at Trois-Rivieres, Quebec. Some genealogists place the
date of the marriage at 25 Nov 1652 while others opt for 21 June 1653.  Catherine de Saint-Père had been baptised
on 26 Aug 1634, the daughter of Etienne de Saint-Père and Naomi Coutand. She had probably come to Quèbec
with her brother, Jean in 1643.

In 1849, Catherine had married Mathu rin Guillet. She was fifteen years of age. Three years later, Mathurin was
killed in an abortive raid on an Iroquois village. A few months later, her marriage to Nicholas Rivard occurred. He
was thirty-five and Catherine eighteen years of age.
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The account of Nicholas Rivard in Our French Canadian Ancestors continues:

"On 7 March 1661, notary Claude Herlin drew up a most unusual contract.  It concerned the
purchase of a chapel by the literate and well respected Nicolas Rivard from Governor Pierre
Boucher. The deed read in part: "A chapel which he (Boucher) had built in his yard, 20 feet long
by 20 feet wide," would be disassembled piece by piece, transported to the Cap and r eassembled.
It was erected on the precise spot where the second church, which still exists, is located.

On 23 March 1666, Nicolas acquired two properties from the Jesuits, one at Batiscan and the
other on the Ile Saint-Eloi. Each measured 2 by 40 arpents and both were recorded by notary
Jacques de la Tousche. The Rivards lived awhile longer at the Cap, where they were listed in the
census of 1666. Then they moved to Batiscan in 1668: There is reason to believe that Msgr de
Laval conferred the sacrament of Confirmation in the house of Nicolas at Batiscan on 25 May
1669. In addition,  the Bishop found the place to his  liking, so he asked Father Germain Morin,
the first priest to be born in Canada, to establish a parish there. On 26 June 1670, Nicolas was
elected the first churchwarden of this parish."

From Memoires de LaSociete Genealogique Canadienne - Francaise, Madame Jeanne Petenaude writes:

"Nicolas Rivard had traits of character and aptitude which involved him  in protecting the
public welfare. On a few occasions, the Archives tell us in detail how he took the initiative to
defend the common interest of the citizens of Batiscan. Often the reports were expressed in these
terms: Nicolas Rivard, Sieur de la Vigne, knowing how to r ead and write, acting for and in the
name of all the colonis ts being their  procurer and defender  ask, etc... and the petitions were
addressed to the Intendant, to the civil or religious authorities, etc... In 1676, he appeared
before the tribunal to plead the cas e of the colonists because they were dissatisfied with the
"alignment and boundar y markers placed by surveyor Jean Guyon du Buisson." After a rather
sharp exchange between Nicolas Rivard, "procurer and plaintiff" , and the representative of the
King, an order, signed on 13 October 1676 in Trois-Rivieres by Boyvinet, was published, to the
effect that the boundaries  would be re-examined by the surveyor Jean Le Rouge, to the
satisfaction of all interested parties. Nicolas was to examine the deeds of the habitants to see
that justice was done. As their complaints were settled, Rivard was recognized as a truly good
lawyer.

In spite of all of the good will and conviction that he put into his lawsuits, ancestor Nicolas did
not win all the cases he brought to the attention of the Sovereign Council. In 1682, in another
class action suit, he apposed the parish priest of Batiscan, Messire François Dupré, on the
subject of a supplemental tithe. This business grew out of a royal ruling issued in May of 1679
concerning the manner in which tithes were to be collected. On 5 September 1682, the
inhabitants learned, at their own expense, that it was useless to oppose His Majesty, on pain of
fine, or worse...corporal punishment! In November an ordinance reinforcing the manner of
tithing was signed by the Intendant and given to Rivard to post on the door of the parish church
for everyone to see.

In the census of 1681, Nicolas was 60 years old, and he lived with his  wife and ten children at
Batiscan. There he worked at the duties of Captain of Militia until 1697, that is to say until the
age of 81 years. He had achieved his work in this world and, on 1 July 1701, he was carried to
his final resting place in the small parish cemetery. On his death certificate the Curate wrote
that Nicolas had shown all the signs of a singular piety. His wife Catherine survived him for
almost eight years, then she too, died and was buried at Batiscan, on 28 June 1709."

Nicholas and Catherine Rivard reared a family of ten children.
We are direct descendants of their youngest son, Antoine, born in 1675 in Batiscan-PQ, Canada.
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First Families of the Colony of Louisiana were d'Iberville's Canadiene
recruits of July 6, 1697.....

excerpts from: "BAYOU ST. JOHN -- In Colonial Louis iana 1699-1803" -- by Edna B. Freiberg

When the Village of New Orleans - now
the Vieux Carre (Old Square) or French
Quarter - was established on the
Mississippi Crescent in 1718, the bayou
was called Riviere d'Orleans by the
settlers because of its proximity to the
new settlement, despite the fact that
eighteen year old French-Canadian
JEAN BAPTISTE LEMOYNE, SIEUR
DE BIENVILLE (founder of New
Orleans) had in 1699 nam ed it Grand
Bayou de St Jean.  Some say he named
the bayou for himself; others maintain
the stream was named in honor  of the
patron Saint of Quebec, home of  the
LEMOYNE brothers.  Every June 24th is
celebrated there with fireworks and
merrymaking.

No better man could be found to s tart the ball a-rolling  (the connecting of the Canadian colony  with St. Domingue
via the great river that flowed through the continent into the Gulf of Mexico)  than French-Canadian PIERRE
LEMOYNE, SIEUR D'IBERVILLE, a capable seaman-soldier.  In 1698 he was chosen to head a party of French and
Canadians, whose mission it was to find, identify and explore LaSalle's great river to the west, the control of which
would decide who would dominate that vast unsettled, central territory south of French Canada.  There is a historic
plaque between St. Ann and St. Peter Streets, on the river edge of the French Quarter, which reads "New Orleans -
sighted by IBERVILLE and BIENVILLE as Indian Portage to lake and gulf,  1699." From Grand Route St. John to a
point beyond  Esplanade Avenue - on the east bank - the rich, high land would be conceded to  Antoine RIVARD
DE LAVIGNE and a handful of other French and Canadian colonis ts - the earliest landowners of this region.

Of these first bayou settlers, ANTOINE
RIVARD DE LAVIGNE was the only
one who stayed on permanently.   In
1718 he had purchased the ancient
village of the Acolapissas across the
bayou from his plantation; and by 1721
he had enlarged his original holdings by
purchasing the adjoining concessions of
those who had left.  An additional three-
arpent frontage, granted him by
BIENVILLE on February 5, 1721 -
together with what he already owned -
established him as the earliest large-
property-owner on Bayou St. Jean, with
seventeen arpents front.
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This is what Jay Higginbotham has to say about the arrival of the Pelican Ship in his book,
"Old Mobile" --  Chapter 11, p 180:

.......some of the girls had found temporary lodging with several families in the town; the Burelle
sisters remained with their own family for the time being. Bienville, hard-pressed to find space,
managed to locate provisional shelter for the remaining girls in the houses of those Canadians who
had sailed to Veracruz or who were hunting at the Baye de Saint-Louis. The commandant,
however, was not anxious to make the girls excessively comfortable at this time.  They had been
brought to Mobile, he reasoned, for the primary purpose of being married to the incontinent
Canadians and the most attractive thing about most of the Canadians was that each had a private
home (however modest) to offer a homeless girl. 

.....their "governess," Marie-Francoise de Boisrenaud, had seriously taken upon herself the
responsibility for seeing that her "filles" were well-matched.  The earnest mademoiselle made it her
business, both before and after the landing, to become well-informed of the backgrounds and
present situations of the bachelors. From a group of some fifty or sixty eligible men in the town,
perhaps twenty-five would be regarded as good prospects. Highest on the list of qualifications, of
course, was "ability to provide." Next came "position" or "rank" in the colony, followed by such
factors as age, health, physical attractiveness and congeniality.

Among the twenty-one girls seeking husbands there were some who were considered more
desirable than others by standards of comeliness, vivacity and family background.  Having been
reared in delicate and refined circumstances, however, even the least desirable felt superior to the
Canadian ruffians most of whom seemed to regard them as so many "pieces of merchandise."

In addition, the girls were keenly sensitive to the fact that both the Canadians and the townfolk
were aware that they had, in effect, signed contracts to "throw themselves blindly into marriage."
Recognition of this community awareness that they had voluntarily chosen exile in an unknown
land, agreeing to marriage with men whom they had no prior contact, was enough to make the
girls a little haughtier and perhaps more distant than they might otherwise have been.Despite the
girls' sensitivity to their situation, however, there was the practical matter to consider; they must
find husbands, if for no other reason than simple survival.

Marie Briard was being pursued by the Canadian from Batiscan, Antoine Rivard de La
Vigne, son of Nicolas Rivard (a native of Tourouvre,France) and Catherine Saint-Pere from
Saint-Jean-d'Angely.  The Rivard family was fairly well-connected in Quebec; Antoine
could count among his cousins and in-laws the families of Moreau, Dufresne, Preville and
Guillet.  Rivard's father, Nicolas, had been closely associated in business with Pierre
Juchereau, Sieur Des Moulineaux, back in Tourouvre, and the Rivard family had been
close to the notable Juchereaux ever since Nicolas had emigrated to Quebec in the mid-
seventeenth century.  Aside from its immediate importance, this courtship between Rivard
and Marie Briard was to have far-reaching repercussions in the political and social history
of Louisiana.
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L'Île d'Orléans is 34 kilometres (21.25 miles) long and 8 kilometres (5 miles) wide in the middle of
the St. Lawrence River near Quebec City and "very beautiful to behold"
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From book entitled The Isle of Orléans by Pierre George Roy we read, "No part of the Province of
Quebec is more picturesque than the Island of Orleans. "

. . Authors have written its history,  poets have sung its
charm,  painters have reproduced its lovely landscapes.

Indeed, this spot seems to typify the splendor of
Canadian scenery. Its cool groves, its colorful meadows,
the fringe of trees which surround it recall the intense
vegetation of the tropics. Nothing is prettier to behold
than the little brooks which meander with a silvery
gleam through the fields and bubble down to the river."

Sainte Famille was founded in 1661 making it the first
parish on Ile D'Orlean but the church was not built until
1743.  Being the oldest parish of the village to this day
it has several stone houses dating from the French
Regime.  The industry in this area is mostly dairy and
beef farms, and apple orchards.

On June 24, 1659 Antoine Pepin dit Lachance bought a
farm of 2 "arpents"(73,604 square feet) number 28B,
which was very close to the Ste Famille church. Today
the land numbers are 3990-4019. This land was later
subdivided into town lots.

The following are basically Detroit inhabitants who paid rent
1707-1710 and includes those who paid no rent but are in the
vicinity 1701 or earlier to 1710.....

It would appear that rent was a form of taxation to cover the cost of government (protection) and
the services of the Church.  Those who didn't pay rent such as visiting traders were forced to pay a
Church tax anyway.  The renters however were required to obtain permission (permit) to leave the
colony whereas the non-residents were freemen.  Some renters were in fact farming a fair distance
from Fort Detroit but both farmers and town dwellers disappeared during hunting or fur trading
seasons.  Fort Detroit was virtually empty except for the army.  It would appear those who paid no
rent are soldiers, indentured people, merchants, Coureurs de Bois, free traders, voyagers or those
living among the Indians.

It is noteworthy that the Native tribes were encouraged to settle around the Fort and the Wendat,
Oppenagos, Ottawas, Miamis, and Iroquois established settlements immediately planting gardens.
Farming means living away from the Fort on a farm size property and may or may not include
agriculture.

When French explorers first journeyed down
from Canada to the upper  Mississippi Valley
in the early Seventeenth Century, they found
the region inhabited by  a vigorous, populous
Algonquin nation who called themselves
"Hileni" or "Illiniwek" which means
"men." This the French rendered as
"Illinois". Early French commentators
believed that the Illini and Miami came from
a common ancestral tribe that split in the
late prehistoric period.  When the French
arrived the Illini and Miami appear  to have
become two distinct tribal families.

The French were quick to notice the r ichness
of this region inhabited by  the Illinois.  This
"Illinois country"  reached the Illinois-
Wisconsin border to the north. The French
in fact named Lake Michigan as "Lac du
Illinois" or Lake of the Illinois because of
the proximity of the Illini. Their territory
stretched eastward to the Wabash River
basin and extended westward across the
Mississippi River into eastern Iowa. The
Illini treated the Ohio River as their southern
territorial boundary.  Although there is
anecdotal evidence that they hunted in what
is now northwestern Kentucky, that country
was claimed by the Chickasaws, a nation of
fearsome warriors alligned with the British
and utterly opposed to the French.

The five most populous  tribes of the Illini
Confederation were the Kaskaskia, the
Cahokia, the Peoria, the Tamaroa, and the
Michigamea.

Rene Jette, in his "Dictionnaire Genealogique des Familles du Quebec"
lists Jean Caron dit Laviolette -- His origin was unknown, although one
might assume he was from the district of Laviolette,  Trois-Rivieres, Quebec.
He married around 1694 in Kaskaskia, Illinois to Catherine
Ouakipakinoué, a Native American Indian woman. They had three
children: Michel born October 4, 1695; Jean-Jacques born July 12, 1697;
and Henri born November 27, 1698, all born in Kaskaskia.

There is reason to believe that this "Jean Caron" is the son of Claude Caron
and  Madeleine Varennes of Montreal.  His  marriage is recorded in "Les
Pop. de fortes francais" and the baptis ms of the three children are recorded
in the "Registry of Illinois, Diocese of Quebec."

Having received the order to establish a mission among the Illinois, Marquette reached Kaskaskia on April 8, 1675.
Sick unto death,  he nevertheless proceeded to found his Mission,  to which he gave his favorite name, "Church of
the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin" -- the first Christian church planted in the Mississippi Valley
which through many vicissitudes of time and place has never wholly ceased to be.   The alter and bell were given to
the church by King Louis XV of France.

Pictured on the right is an example of forts of the day:

"In December, 1682, LaSalle and Tonty  went from Fort
Miami to the Rock and there entrenched , cutting away the
forest that covered the top and building  a storehouse and
dwellings with the timbers, encircled all with a palisade of
logs drawn up from the forest below.  The stronghold thus
made he named "Fort St. Louis" -- and this was the first
permanent settlement of the white race made in the
Mississippi Valley".

The site chosen for Fort St. Louis was a nature-
made citadel, as impregnable to assault as
Gibraltar; it had more than once repelled direct
attack and been captured only after starvation had
slain its defenders.

“the lilies of France floated without opposition
over the entire expanse from Quebec to the mouth
of the Mississippi, and from the Alleghenies to the
base of the Rocky Mountains.”

In 1698 came Father Marest who tried to civilize the Illinois as well as Christianize them;  he taught them how to
cultivate the soil and to breed the domestic animals; and under his instruction and influence the Illinois became
the most peaceful and indus trious of the western tribes.  The town at this time had about tw enty-two hundred
people.  In 1700 Father Marest led the migration of missionaries and Indians  relocating  the Mission of the
Immaculate Conception to the Kaskaskia of our time--the first capital of the state of Illinois on the banks of the
Mississippi.

Wherever the French came in contact with them, their relations with the Indians were for the most part singularly
felicitous--with two exceptions: the Foxes and the Iroquois both hated the F rench.  This fact may find explanation,
(aside from the natural adaptablility  of the French and a tendency of the woodsmen to coalesce with the Indians), in
the circumstances that they made no effort to dispossess the Indians of their lands or hunting grounds. It was agreed,
at least tacitly, that the savages should be left in undisturbed possession of the whole of the vast domain of the West
on condition that they  allowed the French to control or monopolize its trade.  The "coureurs des bois" who made
New France and built the chain of  forts which bound the west to Canada, though proud of their French blood and
language, were in the bush quite as much Indian as French, and thus they had immense influence over the savages.
Above all, the coureurs hated the English.

Legend of  "Starved Rock" ......then, in 1722 the Illinois captured the principal Fox war chief and burned him
alive. A fury of revenge seized the Fox nation.  A war party was immediately advanced into the Illinois country and
attacked  them, driving the Illinois to the top  of Starved Rock for refuge and held them there at mercy.  This Illinois
tribe was the Peorias, whose home was on Peoria Lake.  “Unluckily we know nothing of the details o f the siege,
except the number of the slain; twenty Peorias and one hundred and twenty of the besiegers,” says Hebberd.

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Excerpts from "The Thomure Book":

In order to take advantage of the opportunities in North America, “Nouveau France” was made a Royal Province of
France in May, 1663 with a Governor and headquarters in Quebec.

Among the early settlers in Quebec, and later Villa Marie (Montreal), was  Dominique Thaumure de LaSource
(meaning "of the flowing spring", "Fountain"). He was born in Saintes, France  in 1663, the son of Dominique
Thaumure de LaSource and Marguerite Bouder of St. Sever, Diocese of Saintes, France. The title "de LaSource"
was dropped in the early 19th century, at about the same time the surname Thaumure was changed to
Thomure.

Dominique Thaumure was a practicing  physician in Montreal and a pioneer of great reputation.  In August, 1689 he
married Jeanne Prudhomme (1667-1752) in Montreal.

Jeanne's father, Louis Prudhomme (1611-1671), was born at Pomponne, France, the son of Claude Prudhomme
and Isabelle Alimot. Louis was one of the first three church wardens of the Parish of Notre Dame; a brewer of
longest standing; and, was the first militia Captain of Montreal. In 1650 he married Roberte Gadois (1621-1716)
the daughter of Pierre Gadois of Montreal. He arrived in "New France" (Montreal) in 1641, and being the first to
settle at Montreal he received a grant of land in 1650 f rom the Governor Maisonneuve on which to live.  Jeanne's
Mother, Roberte Gadois (1621-1716) was the daughter of Pierre Gadois who is considered to be the first farmer at
Montreal. He was born in 1594 at Saint Martin d'Ige", France. About 1620 he married Louise Mauger (1598-1690).
They came to Montreal about 1646 and had the honor  in 1648 to become the f irst persons to whom the Governor of
Montreal made a grant of 40 acres. They received another grant in 1666 of 60 acres. In 1672 when street maps were
drawn up, Saint-Pierre Street which bounded their property, was so named in Pierre's honor. He was a Church
Warden of Notre-Dame Church.  Pierre died in 1667 at Montreal.

Eleven children were born to Dominique and Jeanne Thaumure;  four were ordained in religious orders.

Their second child was born August 1, 1692 at Montreal and baptized Dominique Antoine Rene Thaumure. He
was ordained a priest February 20, 1717 at the Seminary of Quebec and joined the Seminary staff there,  later to
become a Missionary to the upper  Mississippi region. On May 10, 1718 Father Rene Thomure set out with two
companions for the Mission in Cahokia, Illinois to attempt to  evangelize the Tamaroas who were a savage Indian
tribe. He lived in the Sainte-Famille Mission  to the Tamaroas for ten years.,among Indians whose moods were very
changeable and life was not without its  risks.  In 1728 he returned to Quebec to obtain r einforcements. He intended
to rejoin his mission as soon as possible, but illness prevented him from doing so.  He died April 8,1731 at the
Hotel-Dleu in Quebec and was buried the next day in the Cathedral.  Bertrand de Latour related that at his  death he
had "such a reputation for holiness that all those present at the funeral went there to touch his  body with rosaries
and tore off pieces of his clothing for relics. The apostolic zeal and austerity of Father Rene Thaumure is recorded
in "A History of Canada." by Rev. Charleviox.

Their sixth child was Marie-Jeanne Thaumure born Sep 27, 1700 at Montr eal.  She entered the Congregation of
Notre Dame and was known as  "Sister Sainte-Cecile".   No other records  of Marie-Jeanne have been found.

The ninth child born to Dominique and Jeanne was Louise Therese Thaumure,  born Oct  9, 1706 at Montreal and
she became a Sister of Charity, "A Grey Nun".  No other records of Louise Therese have been located .

Marie-Louise Thaumure was the tenth child bor n Feb 18, 1708 at Montr eal.  Marie-Louise became one of the first
members of the newly formed Community of the Sisters of Charity, "Grey Nuns".  Serving the poor amid contempt
and ridicule, it took great courage to continue to car e for the poor and outcast of the city.  In 1771 she was elected
unanimously to the position of Superior of the General Hospital in old Montr eal. Upon her death  Sept. 14, 1778,
her remains were entombed in the crypt of the General Hospital.  However, when the new Mother House of the Grey
Nuns was built her remains were exhumed and brought to the Mother  House to be interred in the Crypt of the
present Mother House.

p. 33: "...The Seminarian priests at Cahokia (founded 1699) and the Jesuit fathers at Kaskaskia (founded 1703)
provided the only  hierarchical structure during the first two decades of the eighteenth century  when the Illinois
Country survived in a kind of political and adminis trative limbo.  It had no fort, no French troops, no colonial
administrators, and no substantial governmental presence.  All this changed dramatically between 1717 and 1719 -
New Orleans was founded and the Illinois country officially became a part of Louisiana.  A convoy of bateaux
carried French troops and Pierre Dugue, sieur de Boisbriant (First Commandant),  from New Orleans up the
Mississippi  to Kaskaskia. The first fort in this region was built in 1719;  Boisbriant  named it “Fort  de Chartres” .

....."By 1720 Cahokia and Kaskaskia were already undergoing slow transformations. Established as missions and
fur-trading outposts by "voyageurs" and "coureurs  de  bois" they were gradually evolving into agricultu ral
communities with less transient populations. The two villages were composed more of "habitants", resident
agriculturists who were often married to Indian women, especially in the early days.  Slaves, at first Indian and  then
both Indian and African, were used for agricultural labor."

p.167: ".. Barrois, the royal notary of Canadian origins, drafted many of the contracts of engagement in the Illinois
Country during the 1730's and 1740's;   persons who lived elsewhere came to his office in Kaskaskia to have such
contracts drawn up.   One of these persons was Augustin Langlois, another man of Canadian background, who
settled down at Prairie du Rocher. Langlois became the preeminent habitant in P rairie du Rocher, and the 1752
census indicates that he owned ten facing arpents of plowland, as well as more slaves than any other resident of this
village.  He also had more volontaires (five) associated with his residence than anyone else, and probably they were
working for him under the terms of various contracts.

p.270: "... In May 1737 a partially constructed water mill located "near the [Kaskaskia] Indian village" was sold to
Urbain Gervais and his wife, Catherine Baudreau Gervais, but two months later this couple sold it to Pierre
Aubuchon.  Pierre and his descendants operated this mill for a considerable period of time, for the first American
surveyors in the area called the creek that flowed out of the bluffs into the Kaskaskia River "Obishan's Creek"; one
still encounters this phonetic spelling of Aubuchon in the region. The market in gristmills was active in 1737,
perhaps because of the abundant har vest that year, and in September one-third interest in a water mill and its
"dependencies" in the hills o f Prairie Chassin (near Prairie du Rocher) was auctioned off after mass at the door of
the parish church of Ste. Anne in the village of Chartres."

Among the many fascinating pieces of
Cahokia's history is the Sainte Familie Parish
founded by missionary priests from Quebec.
The first Mass was said there on December 8,
1698, establishing the oldest continuous
parish in the United States.

Fr. Rene Thomure lived here from 1718-
1728.  Today, the treasured "Holy Family
Log  Church", dating from 1799 and pictured
here, occupies this site.

p.22: END OF FIRST FRENCH REGIME - 1762

"France had concluded that s he could never become wealthy from what she might find in this  district and she had
been badly beaten in the French and Indian wars. As a consequence, on November 3, 1762 at Paris, France signed a
peace treaty ceding all of Louisiana east of the Mississippi River to England with the exception of New Orleans.
This included Quebec and all of French Canada. At the same time, secretly, France ceded all of the western part of
Louisiana to Spain. News traveled slowly in those days but when the people of Canada learned of the transfer, they
were exceedingly unhappy. Many families left there and came to Kaskaskia, Prairie du Rocher and Cahokia which
were the principal settlements on the east side of the river. It apparently was not known that those places were also
ceded to England. Fort de Chartres was under the command of St. Ange de Belle Rive and it was more than two
years before the British Highlanders under Captian Stirling appeared and took possession. The Frenchmen moved
out on July 17, 1765."

p. 49......The United States divided Louisiana into  two parts. The part south of the thirty-third parallel was called
the "District of Orleans" while all no rth of that was called the "District of Louisiana".  Louisiana was subdivided
into five districts named, St. Charles, St. Louis, Ste. Genevieve, Cape Girardeau and New Madrid, by
proclamation of Governor William H. Harrison.

The French inhabitants w ere not particularly pleased to be under  the American flag. Many of them had moved to
the west side of the Mississippi river when the English had taken the east side and more had moved over when the
Revolutionary war brought that side under the American flag.  Some Americans  were not pleased either but the vast
majority of citizens, who had nothing to fear from their new allegiance,  went on in the even tenor of their ways.
The question of providing a suitable government for the district came before Congress on November 26, 1804. The
five districts were placed under the Governor of the Territory of Indiana for the purpose of administration.

p.50 ...The people were not at all satisfied to be an appendag e of Indiana Territory and during  late 1804, made a
plea to Congress to make them a separate Territory.     ....The upshot of this was the Act of 1805 which detached
upper Louisiana from the Territory of Indiana and erected it as the "Territory of Louisiana".   A governor to be
appointed by the president for a period of three years.  By the Act of 1812 the name of the territory was changed to
"Territory of Missouri" and a territorial government was established on a broader basis. "

Perry County: …the western portion is very broken, much of it unfit for cultivation. The most
fertile lands are found along the Mississippi, in what is known as Bois Brule Bottom, which is
about eighteen miles long and from four to six miles wide. The level tract of country in the vicinity
of Perryville, originally known as the "Barrens," is also very productive.

Ste. Genevieve County  lies on the Mississippi River, above Perry County, and includes an area
of about 500 square miles. The surface is generally rolling or hilly. The land along the streams is
fertile, but much of the hill country has very poor soil.

The mineral resources are valuable. Lead, copper, iron, granite, marble, kaolin, salt, limestone and
sandstone are in greater or less abundance. The salt works on Saline Creek were of great
importance and value in the early history of the country, but they were abandoned when steamboat
navigation made it possible to import salt from other States cheaply.  Lime in large quantities is
burned and shipped from Ste. Genevieve.  Four miles south of Ste. Genevieve is a ledge of
sandstone, which has no superior in the United States as a building stone. When first quarried it is
soft and easily worked, but when exposed to the air it becomes as hard as flint. There is a deposit
of fine marble of the variegated variety on The River Aux Vases, and a quarry is now worked
there. The product is used chiefly for interior decoration. On the River Establishment, above Ste.
Genevieve, there is an immense bluff of pure white sand, unmixed with any foreign matter. It will,
no doubt, at some time be utilized in the manufacture of glass.

St. Francois County lies south and west of Ste. Genevieve county. It is very irregular in shape,
and embraces an area of 150 square miles. The surface is generally hilly, but there are several
bodies of very fine farming land. One of the largest of these, and covering several square miles,
has Farmington for a center.  In the variety and amount of agricultural productions, the county
compares favorably with other sections of Southeast Missouri. There is much valuable timber,
consisting of the various species of oak, hickory and walnut, maple, sycamore, elm, ash and less
valuable varieties.

But as valuable as are her other resources, it is upon her mineral wealth that St. Francois bases
her claim to the first place among the counties of Southeast Missouri, and an examination of
the mines and mining lands within her borders is sufficient to convince the most skeptical that the
claim is not an extravagant one. While there are a variety of minerals found here, the three most
valuable are lead, iron and granite, and of these, lead is by far the most important.

Since the coming of Renault, in 1720, lead mining has been one of the industries of this region.
The mining carried on by the early French settlers was of the rudest and most primitive character,
only a small per cent of the metal was extracted from the ore. Some of the mines were granted to
individuals, who permitted anyone who wished to do so to work in them for a certain per cent. of
the product, usually one tenth. Moses Austin, writing in 1804, informs us that it was customary for
the poorer inhabitants of Ste. Genevieve after harvest to resort to these mines, and of the rich to
send their slaves, and that most of the mining was done from August to December.

p. 43:  SALUTE TO THE FRENCH SETTLERS

..."Perhaps no better tribute to the early French settlers has ever been written than that of General
Firmin A. Rozier in his "History of the Early Settlement of the Mississippi Valley".  ...General
Rozier said,  "They were all remarkable for their strong constitution, simplicity of manners,
honesty of purpose and hospitality; endowed naturally with good minds, without the
advantages of an education they were free from ostentation and excess of pleasures except
such as were of an innocent character. Their dress was remarkably plain; they wore heavy
cotton or gingham pants, without the support of suspenders, but fastened by a belt or clasp about
the waist; without vests; a blue or colored shirt, a white Mackinaw blanket with a capuchon, and
moccasin shoes completed the toilet of the citizens of early Ste. Genevieve. The apparel of the
women of those days was simplicity itself, and would cause a smile from our fair ones, could it be
seen today. They wore a cotton or calico dress, their shoulders and breasts ornamented with a
mantlet, neck adorned with a rich Madras handkerchief and their feet incased in beautiful mocassin
shoes. Those of advanced age, of both sexes, wore a blue or Madras handkerchief which encircled
their heads."

The occupations of the patriarchs of Ste. Genevieve were as cultivators of the soil, and voyagers
with barges and keel-boats to the City of New Orleans, and traders of goods for furs, peltries and
lead, the latter being the money of the country.  They encountered many privations, and passed
through the ordeal of many romantic adventures of a savage life, and well deserved the appellation
of the 'pioneers of the West'.

...They possessed great industry and hospitality of character, and were the pioneers of all great
commercial enterprises in the far west. They felled the forests, excavated mines, established
trading posts, and planted the standards of civilization along the banks of our great rivers.
Their intellect was of a strong and vigorous character; they had honesty of purpose, and their
promises and engagements were kept most sacredly and religiously. They were the gallant sons of
France and the compeers of LaFayette."

The first authentically restored Creole house in the
nation - The Bolduc House - (believed to have been built
in 1785-90) -  consists essentially of two large rooms
separated by a central hall,  surrounded by the galerie.
Outside dimensions are 48' x 82'.   Open to the public.

Louis Bolduc (1734-1815) and his descendants lived
here until the 1940s. (Note:  Carl Ekberg - "Colonial Ste.
Genevieve"- p. 270 states... that Henri Gouvreau who was
orphaned at age nine was taken in by Louis Bolduc and
raised with his two Bolduc cous ins.)

"The Green Tree   Tavern"

Considered the oldest surviving building in Missouri
according to tree ring dating, this historic home was
built in 1790 by  Nicolas Janis. It was the first tavern
in the Louisiana Territory and later the first tobacco
store and the first Masonic meeting hall west of the
Mississippi.  The first meeting was held there as
Lousiana Lodge No. 109 in 1807.

Nicolas, a trader and justice of the peace at Kaskaskia
before moving to Ste. Genevieve and receiving a land
grant in 1789, was born in Canada in 1720 and died
in Ste. Genevieve in 1804.  His son Francois Janis
inherited the house and continued to run the tavern.
In 1833, Mathias Ziegler purchased it and operated a
tobacco store while living in the house. The building
was restored in the 1960s and is  again being carefully
restored following extensive flooding in 1993.

Right:  The Louisiana Academy:  First school chartered by the
Louisiana Territory west of the Mississippi in June 1808.  It was
restored and re-opened as the Ste. Genevieve Academy by  Gen.
Rozier in 1849.  After the Civil War closed the school for good --
he remodeled it for his personal residence.  A complete restoration
by Tim Conley makes it his "grand mansion" today at the
Northwest corner of Fifth and Washington.

Auguste Aubuchon (1746 - 1825) married Therese Lalumondiere (1755 - 1832) in 1774.
They built this house in 1785. It stands at the corner of 5th Street and Washington in
Ste. Genevieve, currently serving as home only to the feathery occupants in the yard.

Auguste was appointed to be a fire warden in the first board of trustees meeting of Ste.
Genevieve in 1808. An ordinance was passed in that meeting that required every citizen of
Ste. Genevieve to own a leather bucket, a ladder and a large vessel to hold water and at the
outbreak of a fire to "run with all possible haste to it."

The front of the house is to the
right.  The back has a gallery,
with a walk-out cellar beneath.

"Ste. Gemme" Beauvais / Amoureux House

Jean Baptiste Beauvais dit Ste. Gemme built this "poteaux en terre" (vertical posts in the
ground) construction house c. 1792.  It overlooks "le grand champ", the community growing fields
along the Mississippi River.  Heavy-hewn timbers form the Norman truss which supports the
steeply-pitched roof, reminiscent of French Canada.  His sons, Auguste and Raphael, inherited the
home and it was sold in 1852 to Benjamin Amoureax.  The house is now part of the Felix Valle
State Historic Site and is being restored to its original configuration by the State of Missouri. It is
one of five surviving poteaux-en-terre houses in the country  (three of which are in Ste.
Genevieve).

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On August 10, 1821, MISSOURI meaning "the town of the big canoes" entered the Union as the
24th state. Named after the native American people that originally inhabited the land, Missouri was
acquired by the U.S.as part of the Louisiana Purchase. At that time, the territory's 10,000 occupant s
were mainly French settlers. After the War of 1812, Americans poured into the region. By the
1850's St. Louis had surpassed us in population and industry and was fast becoming the "Gateway
to the West";  however, Ste. Genevieve will always be the "Mother of the West".

Our Emmigrants from Germany:

From the "Gegg Book" we learn that emmigrants from Germany included Severin Gegg and his
family who came to America in 1852.  They first settled in Lancaster, PA where he married
childhood sweetheart, Rosina Ehret and their first four children were born. Later the family moves
to Lawrenceton and ultimately they settle in Coffman, MO.

Benedict Heck also arrives from Germany in September, 1852.  His bride-to-be,  Elizabeth
Ronderle arrives in 1855 and i n May, 1856 they are married.  According to the Twelfth Federal
Census  in 1900:   "they Own Free their Farm" ...and, both of them can read and write English.
However, only Benedict speaks English so we can assume their children were bilinguists.

Benedict Heck is found on the Enrollment List for Missouri Militia, 1865-1866.   Benedict was
41 years old; 5'6"; had light hair, gray eyes, light complexion.  He was married and a farmer living
in Pendleton Township of St. Francois County.  He was assigned to Company G.

 Was this the "Company  G of the 47th Infantry" which had been assi gned to hold Fort Davidson
during the Battle of Pilot Knob in Iron County - September 27, 1864?

There are many stories about this remarkable
woman; her talents were numerous.  She would
spin yarn for needlework and she made clothes
for her family and neighbors from pictures they
would show her.

Altho' her recipes haven't survived, we know she
picked dandelions and other herbs for healing;
dried their fruit on the tin rooftop;  and raised
everything from turkeys to cotton to tobacco
(...until the revenuers arrived).

Across the field, neighbor Rosie Godfrey had 10-
15 children.  It seems that the doctor from Ste.
Genevieve nev er arrived in time to deliver the
babies so Susanna acted as a midwife in time of
need.  During the flu epidemic of 1918 she
traveled side-saddle to visit & help her sick
neighbors; careful to undress in the yard when
she returned home so as not to infect her family.

Susanna reminds us that in earlier times before
fame and fortune became the goals of life -- our
ancestors were "heroes and survivors".

These 1907 postcards of "Zita Block" (the building on Ste. Maries Street named after Dr. Robert
C. Waters' daughter) bring back memories of what was a special treat during the Great Depression
-- Cherry Cokes at Delassus Drug Store.....

Dorothy tells us about the "Surrey rides" from Perryville to Ste. Genevieve (20+ miles) to see her
Heck grandparents which took a couple of days.....  and how she "got to ride up front with Pop".
She also remembers the whole family walking across fields with lanterns to play cards at the Hoffs
who were their nearest neighbors on the farm.  Altho' they walked to school on nice days, which
was about three miles, Irma would take them in horse and buggy in bad weather.  The end of
those "horse and buggy" days came when they got a Model T Ford in 1929.

Reeva recalls "learning to dance" at another social event on
the farm.  House parties began when friends and neighbors
would arrive at their door with fiddles and a banjo or two.
Zita would cook up a chicken bouillion to warm them all.
And, after putting the young ones to bed,  they would dance
away the night!

...where all four Heck daughters were baptized,  made First
Communions, were confirmed, and three of them were
married!  The annual Seminary and Brewer picnics  were
real treats -- they each got a quarter which bought a hotdog,
an ice-cream cone and two rides on the merry-go-round.

Esther tells us:   "Santa Claus came on
Christmas Eve to the Courthouse square and
Bill Heck was never too busy to take his girls
and join the block long line-up waiting for
Santa's gifts of candy, nuts and an orange."

Irma Heck had graduated from St.
Vincent's High School,  but the
teachers' education classes had
been inadequate.  So the  next two
Heck Girls, Reeva and Dorothy
were sent to PHS -- where they
were offered special classes to
prepare them for teachers' training.
Esther, who was not planning to
be a teacher, was the second to
graduate from St. Vincent's.

The Four Heck Girls of Perryville, MO -- ca. 1948
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Bill & Zita Heck's farm house burned to the ground on March 31, 1930 --  On that tragic day
Zita was in St. Louis helping JoLee Blandford being born;  Irma was at work and the other girls
were in school. When Bill saw the fire from the fields he knew they were about to lose everything!
He rushed inside and threw all he could out the second floor window before jumping to safety.

The Heck family moved in town with Zita's parents, Mamie and Samuel Thomure, until school
was out.  Fortunately, friends and neighbors helped with the necessities of life including clothes.
Then, for almost six months, the family camped out in the deserted Guyot House on their farm.
Before winter arrived, about Halloweeen , they moved into "the house that Bill Heck built" --
no electricity and no indoor plumbing, but happy to be:  "Home again"!

Memories of life on the farm:  Dorothy tells us about "herding the sheep".  Their sheep would
graze all day on Guyot pastures and she had to bring them home before nightfall.  She and her
horse "Jim" (a Tennessee Walker with a white foot)  would not have to herd them because they
were so smart that they would be waiting for her to open the gate and they knew where to go.

Altho' most of the  Heck family photographs were
destroyed in the fire -- we were lucky to locate
these heirloom pictures of yesteryear.

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In 1931 Bill Heck built the house at 915 Grand Avenue....
A few years earlier Zita had objected to Bill buying one of those "shoe factory lots" which
International was selling to build the shoe factory in Perryville.  Little did she dream it would be
their new home.   Esther remembers him taking a team of horses and digging out the basement.

I remember the big hall where
Grandma's rocker welcomed us.
On the right in the living room
was the player piano -- a gift
from Aunt Philomena Rigdon;
on the left Grandma's Ferns
filled  the dining room.  The big
Honeysuckle bush scented the
two bedrooms downstairs which
faced the backyard;  a stairway
in the front hall led to two more
bedrooms and a fun-filled attic.

Happy times spent "swinging and singing" on that
front porch are remembered by three generations.

Reeva May Heck is our
favorite teacher!  After
graduating from PHS where
her last two years were
spent taking teachers'
education classes, she
served her practice teaching
time at Sim Layton and
received the required
"Teacher's Certificate".

In 1931 at Killian, teaching
all grades in a one-room
schoolhouse for a grand $50
per month, she began a
teaching career that would last almost 50 years.   She taught in most of the rural areas which had
one-room schoolhouses that have long since been replaced by busing. Her classes ranged from as
few as 6 to as many as 45 students and she holds the distinction of having been the first "married"
woman allowed to teach in Perry County.  Except for the time she took to have three daughters,
Mrs. Feltz was in school with her students most of her adult life.

From1935 to 1937 she was teaching at McBride -- grades 1- 4;  next she was at St. Mary's
Immaculate Conception with the 5th & 6th grades for five years; then at St.Agnes' School in
Bloomsdale she taught eight years -- grades 1 thru 6 as needed.  At St. Joseph's of Apple Creek
she not only taught grades 1-3,  but added "principal duties" for the last 6 years of her long
teaching career.  She remembers all of her students and we are quite sure they remember her.

When the visiting photographer gave her pictures of her students she made Valentines for them.
And, today she still cherishes her Valentine from the Class of '74-75.

Reeva's three daughters also graduated from Perryville High School and following in their
mother's footsteps they have become teachers.

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They called it 'piece work'....
One week in 1933 Dorothy made 18 cents at the Shoe Factory in Perryville -- the boss told her
sister to tell her parents that he would have to let her go if she didn't do better.  She says: "I knew
then that I wanted a Union".   Her shoe factory days continued in St. Louis, MO  and again in Los
Angeles, CA until 1940.  Wherever there was a Union --  Dorothy was an active member.

In St. Louis, (1951)  she joined the Southwestern Bell Telephone Company as a Long Distance
operator.  A year later she transferred to Southern California where her Union activities grew.  She
became the President of a local in Anaheim, CA and when she moved to the San Francisco Bay
Area her work for the CWA began in earnest.  It was here that she worked relentlessly to promote
the merger that made them CWA -Communications Workers of America!

Here she is "on board and at the podium" for
the Bay Area United Crusade.

After retirement from Pacific Bell Telephone in San Rafael,
Dorothy moved to Redding where she served as Treasurer of
Shastennial Chapter of Telephone Pioneers for two terms.

And, she continued to work, first at the Redding Answering
Service and later at Dicker's Department Store doing
"Alterations-by-Dorothy".

Dorothy was a volunteer Treasurer for the City of Hope - Chapter 1355 and a
staff member of the Mercy Foundation North. When donating time and energy
to Mercy Hospital she wore this patch of the Guild of the "Pink Lady"
volunteers.

Retirement after 28 years of Service
February, 1979
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Dorothy Gibbons served two terms as Regent of the Court of Our Lady of  Shasta #2312 of
the Catholic Daughters of the Americas.   From 1991 until 1995 this was the fastest growing
chapter in the Nation.  Among their numerous awards was recognition for the finest Newsletter in
the Nation.  Her commitment of time and energy to CDA included more than administrative
abilities - she served from the snack bar to bingo.
